Each parishioner's
question or concern will be given thoughtful
consideration, and you will receive a re-
sponse in a timely manner.

The Council meets at 7 PM every 3rd Tues-
day of each month for 1 1/2 hours
(excluding the months of December and
July). The Council consists of nine parish-
ioner-voting members and two non-voting
members, which are our pastor and our
business manager. Each member serves a
term of three years and may serve up to a
limit of two full terms.

“zDe found ourselves in a place that felt
so far away from home, yet in fact it
was only ten miles from our community.
We were on the first Christpower trip in
Minnesota. Teens from nine different par-
ishes all gathered together to work for a
week in North Minneapolis. We stayed at
Ascension Church and worked along with
parishioners of the church. During the day
we went with our group of five people to
our work site. At our worksites we met;
Grandma Aurora, the Visitation Sisters,
Tony Olivia, Pat, and Tootsie just to name
a few. When we returned from our work-
sites, we had Mass every night and then
we had a different program each night. The
days flew by quickly. Soon Friday night
came. We had been planning all week for
the annual Neighborhood Night of Peace.
This was an amazing event. Approximately
300 people gathered to celebrate a night of
peace.

t. Vincent de Paul is the patron saint of

Charitable Societies. He was born in
the village of Pouy in Gascony, France on
April 24, 1581. He studied theology at the
University of Toulouse and was ordained a
priest in 1600 at the age of 19. In 1605, on
a voyage by sea from Marseilles to Nar-
bonne, Vincent fell into the hands of Afri-
can pirates and was taken as a slave to
Tunis. His captivity lasted until his escape
about two years later.

After a brief visit to Rome, he returned to
France where he became preceptor in the
family of the Count of Goigny, the General
of the galleys of France. Through this lofty
association, Vincent came to preach mis-
sions to peasants as well as convicts in
the galleys. In 1625, he established the
foundations of a congregation which later
became the Congregation of the Mission
or Lazarists, so named on account of the

Priory of St. Lazarus which the Fathers

began to occupy in 1633. He also started
the first religious group of women dedi-
cated entirely to works of charity outside
the cloister, a group called the Daughters
of Charity.

Vincent ds
extending to all classes of persons. De-
spite his association with the nobility of his
day, Vincent remained deeply rooted in
humility. In the midst of the most distract-
ing occupations, his soul was always
closely united with God. A true servant of
God, St. Vincent de Paul died in Paris on
September 27, 1660 at the age of 80, and
was canonized a saint in the Roman
Catholic Church in 1737. The feast day of
St. Vincent de Paul is celebrated on Sep-
tember 27th.

Christian times as a secret
symbol for Jesus. A Christian would draw
half of the fish and if the other person drew
the other half, they knew they had found a
fellow believer.

But the symbol goes even deeper in
meaning. In Greek, the initial letters of the
words, Jesus Christ, Son of God, Savior,
spell ICHTHYS which is the Greek word
for fish.

So the next time you|l see
that the driver is a fellow believer in Jesus.
